Syrups and diftilled
waters were for fome ages made ufe of as the
great alteratives, infomuch that the evacuation
of any peccant humour was never attempted till,
by a due courfe of thefe, it had firft been regu-
larly prepared for expulfion: hence arofe the ex-
uberant colle@ion of both which we meet with
in Pharmacopeeias, and like errors have pre-
vailed in each. As multitudes of diftilled waters
have been compounded from materials unfit to
give any virtue over the helm, fo numbers of
Syrups have been prepared of ingredients which,
in this form, cannot be taken in fufficient dofes
10 exert their virtues; for two-thirds of a Syrup
confift of fugar, and greateft part of the remain-
ing third is an aqueous fluid. ~ Syrups are at pre-
fent chiefly regarded as convenient vchicles for
Medicines of greater efficacy, and made ufe of
for fweetening Draughtsand Juleps; for reducing
the lichter Powders into Bolufes, Pills, or Elec-
tuaries; and other like purpofes. Some like-
wife may not improperly be confidered as Me-
dicines themfelves, as thofe of Saffron or Buck-
thorn-berries. '

SYRUP OF MECONIUM or WHITE
POPPIES.

This Syrup, impregnated with the opiate mat-

STOMACHIC JULEP.

Take of Simple Mint-water fix ounces, Spiri
toous Mint-water two ounces, Syrup of Safiron
two drams. Or, _
~ Take of Cinnamon Water f{ix ounces, Nut-
meg-water, and Stomachic TinGure, each one
ounce, Syrup of Orange-peel half an ounce.

The titles of thefe mixtures exprefs the inten-
tions for which they are calculated ; four or five
{fpoons full maybe taken of either occafionally,
or ufed as weakeners and diluters of medicines
of greater efficacy.

CORDIAL JULEP,

Take of Alexterical-water four ounces, Aro-
matic-water two _ounces, Volatile Oily Spirit,
and Tin¢ture of Saffron, each two drams, White
Sugar half an ounce, mix and make them into a

Julep,
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]uiﬂp. This mixgture is a ufeful cordial in all
deprefiions of the {pirits, in the finkings' of low
fevers, and the languors to which hyfterical and
hypocondriacal perfons are fubject ; an ounce,

or two fpoons full, may be taken fora dofe two
or three times a day. -

DIAPHORETIC JULEP.

Take Alexterical-water four otineces; Spirit of
Minderous two ounces;, Salt of Hartthorn ten
grains, White Sugar fix drams;, mix them for a
Julep. This excellent compofition is a very
powerful fudorific, and  arnfwers its intentions
more effetually, and with greater certainty,
than many others calculated for the fame pur-
pofe. Where a copious fweat is to be excited;
as in rtheumatic difeafes,two fpoons full'are to be
taken warm in bed every hour, or two hours,
till the fweat breaks out; if warm diluting liquors

are not fufficient to keep it up, the fame 1s tobe
eccafionally repeated.

HYDRAGOGUE JULEP.

Take of Camomoile Flower Water fix grains,
Emetic Tartar ten grains, Syrup of Buckthorn
~two ounces, mix them together. Two {poons
full of this Julep are given in hydropic cafes
every two hours, till it takes fufficient effe&, as
a purgative, which it generally does before
the quantity here prefcribed has been made ufe
of.  Emetic Tartar thus exhibited, in fmall
dofes, and frequently repeated, proves as certain
and powerful a' cathartic, as it does an emetic,
when given in a larger quantity at once. It
operates neverthelefs for the moft part with fuf~
ficient eale.

BINDING JULEP.

. Take of Alexterical-water four ounces, Aro-
matic-water two ounces, Japonic Confedtion two
drams, Japan Earth, in powder, two drams, Li-
quid'Laudanum forty drops, White Sugar half an
ounce, mix them well together. ~ This Julep is
calculired  againft difentries and diarrheeas, in
wihich, after proper evacuations, it generally
eafes the gripes, and reftrainsthe flux, Itistoke

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given three or four times a day, in the quantity
of a fpoonful at a time,

CORDIAL MIXTURE.

Take of Simple Cinnamon-water four ounces,
Spirituous Cinnamon-water two ounces, Extract
of Saffron one {cruple, Confedlion of Kermes fix
drams, mix them together. In great languors
and depreﬂmm a fpoanful of ‘this rich Cordml
Mixture may be taken every half hour.

VALERIAN MIXTURE.

Take Simple Pepper Mint-water twelve
cunces, Wild Valerian Root in powder, one
ounce, Compound Spirit of Lavender half an
ounce, Syrup of Orange-peel one ounce, mix
them together.  Wild Valerian Root, one of the
principle medicines in cpilepfies and vertigoes,
ieems to anfwer better when thus exhibited in
fubftance, than if given in form of a tinéture or
infufion; the liquors here joined 1o it, excellent-
Iy coincide with, and by their warmth and pun-
gency, greatly improve its virtues. Two fpoons

tull of the Mixture may be taken twice or thrice
a day.

SALINE CATI-{ARTIC DR!}UGHT.
Take of Glauber’s Cathartic Salts and Manna,

cach fix drams, Boiling Water three ounces,
Tincturc of Cardamum onedram. Diffolve the

Salt
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Salt and Manna in the water, and having
firained off the liquor, add 1o it the Tinflure of
Cardamoms.

DIAPHORETIC DRAUGHT.

Take of Spirit of Minderus, Syrup of Meco-
nium,-each half an ounce, Salt of Hartthorn five
grains, mix them together. = This Draught is a
very powerful Saline Diaphoretic; it is given
with fafety, and often with great benefit, in the
beginning of inflammatory fevers after bleeding,
where theriaca and other warm fubftances ufually
employed, if they fail in bringing out a fweat,
increafe the fever.

For a CRACK’D LIP, which is apt to bleed on
any flight preffure.
Take a bit of Sucking Plaifter, and apply to
the part.
