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# ¢ The most common predisposition seems to con-
sist in a naturally strong action of the stomach, de-
manding food oftener, and in larger quantity, than
what generally appears to be required. With such
a condition of the stomach, and opportunities of in-
dulging in variety, in warm stimulant condiments,
in wines and other fermented liquors, or even in a
full participation of farinaceous food, as oatmeal
and potatoes, with plentiful draughts of {imall beer,
accompanied by great bodily exercise, with or
without attive mental employment, the disease may
be, and is altually produced. At any rate, these
are the circumstances under which the disease has
been found to have most commonly occurred.”
