- Ebullition of Blood lefs, lefs Fever, few-
er Small Pox, and milder Symptoms, and
upon {uch Indications I have purged and
bled many with very good Succefs.

But when they appear, the common
Courfe is neither to purge, bleed, orgive
a Clyfter, leaft you draw in the Venom
which Nature critically fends out, tothe
general Emun&ory, the Skin.

Yet neverthelefs it is concluded by all
learned Do&ors, that in plethorick Con-

If the Patient will not admit of a Vo-
mit, purge downward with Rbab. Sen,
in capito Febris ephemer. and give the El.
lenitive each other Day, -and all other
the Julips, Poffet-Drinks, Emulfions, &vc.
and though whilft Coller abounds we do
not bleed,leaft we take away the fr enum b:-
lis, which 1s Blood, then the Choller
will rage more, and endanger Life fooner ;
yet when it 1s purged away we may bleed
as afore.

But this Fever 1s fo acute, as it kills in
the fourth or fifth Day many times, ha-
ving unquenchable Heat and Thirft;
therefore the purged and clyftered we do
after two or three Days, or five or fix
Days, give them to drink as much cold
Water as they can at one Breath, (fo that
{fome Signs of Concoction be in the Urine
and no Obftructions in Hypocondriis,
but that they are mollia) and upon it
they will commonly fall a vomiting, fcour-

ing, {weating and urining, and fo recg-
